2023 Uniform Dress Code o sennyvalechristianachoo!

Sunnyvale Christian School requires that uniforms be worn by all students from Transitional
Kindergarten through Fifth Grade. Uniforms may be purchased at stores other than Merry Mart
Uniforms or Uniforms by Tommy Hilfiger; however, they must match our uniform requirements.

Dress Code Standards:

e All clothing must be clean and clearly labeled with your child’s name. ltems without names cannot be returned.

e  Well fitting shoes to be worn at all times. (No flip-flops or slides allowed. Sandals must have a back strap for child’s safety.
No shoes with wheels are allowed on the school campus.)

e All shirts are to be tucked in.

e  Two sweaters are available to purchase: SCS V-neck, sleeveless sweater vest, and SCS cardigan sweater (both available
at Merry Mart Uniforms or Uniforms by Tommy Hilfiger). Students may wear solid blue, white or forest green sweaters in
the classroom.

e  The SCS jacket is highly recommended (available only at Merry Mart Uniforms or Uniforms by Tommy Hilfiger).
QOuterwear, for warmth on the playground may be individualized by child, but only uniforms are allowed in the classroom.

e  Sweatshirts are allowed, must fit properly, be long-sleeve, forest green, navy blue, or the official SCS sweatshirt.

e  Onfield trip days your child must wear a green polo shirt as part of their uniform.

e  Free dress day is every Friday and must be free of offensive slogans and be in good repair. Free dress clothing must still
comply with the modesty standards set forth within the dress code. No midriffs, ripped, or torn clothing is allowed.

e  Sweatpants and recreational clothing are not permitted at any time.

Girls Uniform Options: Every girl must have a plaid jumper or plaid skirt and one white shirt, as is required attire every Thursday.
e  Plaid jumper (style #187 & plaid #61) must be worn with shorts OR tights or leggings underneath for modesty.

Plaid skirts (style #134 & plaid #61) must be worn with shorts OR tights or leggings underneath for modesty.

White, Green or Navy Blue jersey knit polo-shirt (short or long sleeved) may be worn. No layering is allowed.

Navy blue twill shorts are allowed, mid thigh length.

Navy blue twill long pants are allowed (no sweat pants, cargo pants, corduroys, or jeans).

Navy Blue uniform pleated skirt, with attached shorts, is allowed.

Socks, tights, or leggings are allowed in these solid colors only: navy blue, black, or white.

Shorts may be worn under a plaid jumper or skirt, but not shown below dress hem. These are for modesty on the

playground. (Bike shorts, or tight shorts are suggested, uniform shorts may NOT be layered under the plaid jumper or

skirt.)

Boys Uniform Options: Every boy must have at least one green shirt, as is required attire every Thursday.

e  White, forest green or navy blue knit polo-shirt (short or long sleeved) must be tucked in. No layering of shirts allowed.
e  Navy blue twill shorts (between mid thigh and knee only).

e  Navy blue twill pants (no sweatpants, cargo pants, corduroys, or jeans).

e  Socks in these solid colors only: navy blue, black, or white.

e  Athletic shoes only for all elementary students. (No slip-ons are allowed due to safety.)

Transitional Kindergarten through Second Grade do not wear P.E. uniforms, but must have athletic shoes.
e  Third through Fifth Grade must purchase and wear green mesh shorts and gray t-shirts.
